Entry Fees & Generals

* Entry fee per Llama is $50.00 (Double Halter Show)

* Rented stalls and tacks stalls $35.00 each
(you may bring your own green panels for no charge.
However, you are responsible for set-up, removal and
clean-up in the area assigned by show management)

* Late entry charge is $10.00 per farm.

* Fleece Show: $30.00 per Llama

* Futurity: $ 75.00 per Llama

Special Notes:

All Llamas in this show must be at least 50% Argentine in accordance
with the guidelines established by the ALA.

Miniature Llamas must be measured prior to 8:00 a.m. on Saturday morning for
qualifying. Miniature Argentine Llamas will also follow the IMLF Show Guidelines
in addition to the ALA. You may go to both the ALA and IMLF web-sites to
read or down-load their respective guidelines.

This is a "double-show" ... therefore BEST OF SHOW will be awarded by each
Judge respectively in Fleece and Halter (so you have two chances to win).
Best of Show will be awarded only once for the Futurity: to be decided by

the three Futurity Judges. Other than the Futurity
all placements ( 1st - 6th.) will be presented by each Judge respectively.




This show is approved by the ILR Show-Division. All llamas entered must be registered
with the ILR with the exception of non-breeders and youth llamas.

2. In keeping "green" we do not require copies of ILR Registrations: ILR Registration Numbers
will be required for verification.

3. Entries must be postmarked or e-mailed on or before May 15, 2010.
4. Entries postmarked after May 15th. will be charged a $10.00 late fee.
5. All llamas entered must be born on or before Dec. 28, 2009.

6. Argentines in the Park accepts no responsibility or liability regarding any sales of animals
from this show.

7. Ribbons will be presented 1st through 6th place in each class by each Judge.

8. On FRIDAY NIGHT a TACO BAR for participants will be hosted by Monastic Fleece. On
Saturday, a food vendor will be on the grounds for your luncheon & snacking needs.

7. Llamas not entered in the show are not permitted on the show grounds with the exception
of nursing cria accompanying their dam unless prior authorization has been provided by show
management.

8. Exhibitors must be the Registered Owner of record (ILR) or have a signed "permission to
show" from the Registered Owner.

9. Animals entered in Get and Produce classes may be decided after halter classes, however
they must be listed with the Show Clerk before this class is held. Reminder: all entries in
these classes must also be shown in the respective Halter Class to qualify.

10. Junior Handlers must be at least eight (8) years old for any class. It is recommended that
handlers 8 -12 years of age not show intact males over the age of 24 months.

1. Llamas may not be moved from one class to another after judging has begun except at the
Judge's discretion.

12. Registration for Argentines in the Park may be made on-line with the ILR-SD.

13. Non-Breeder Llamas must be accompanied by a Registration or Veterinarian certificate
verifying the Llama is a gelding, a vasectomized male, or a spayed or non-reproductive female.

14. DEFINITION: "Owners Best Three" ... This is a special class for owners to enter their BEST
THREE Llamas in a class of their own. All Llamas entered into this class must participate in
their respective Halter Class in order to qualify.




15. DEFINITION: "Authentic Argentine Costume" ... This class is designed to "show" the
viewing public the authenticity of Argentina. Both the Llama and the Handler should be "in
costume” for this class: a FUN class !!!

16. DEFINITION: "Futurity" ... The Futurity will be run just as any other Futurity, utilizing a
three Judge system, however, the Sire does not need to be nominated.

17. DEFINITION: "Composite Champion" ... This is a Championship Award that will be
awarded based on the BEST combined score of both the Fleece-On and Halter. In order to
compete in this competition, your Llama must compete in both of the aforementioned classes.

18. DEFINITION: "Open Free-Style Obstacle" ... This Class is pretty much self-explanatory.
It is an open obstacle class without restrictions in which anyone may enter.

19. RAIN: This is an outdoor show and arena. In case of rain, either provisions will be made
to move the show to another (indoor) location - or exhibitors will be notified via E mail or
telephone as to cancellation and/or reschedule.

20. CANCELATION: Due to rain cancellation - all fees paid will be refunded. If the show is
moved to another location - the show will go on as scheduled.

21. FUTURITY: Cash Payouts will be given for Futurity based on percentage scale of all total
entries. All Futurity funds will be used as payouts minus actual expenses.

22. FUTURUTY JUDING: We will utilize a "three Judge" system for the Futurity.

Health Regulations
1. All Llamas must show no evidence of infectious or contagious disease.

2. In-state Llamas must be accompanied by a health certificate issued within 30 days of the
show.

3. Out-of-state Llamas must be accompanied by a health certificate as required by the State of
Illinois and be dated within thirty (30) days of the show.

3. Microchips are an acceptable form of permanent identification.

4. All owners must comply with Illinois State Regulations.

5. Health papers will be asked for upon arrival.




ILR Show Division

You are not required to be a member of the ILR or the ILR Show Division to participate
in this show. There are no non-member fees. If you would like to have your placements
applied towards the ILR award system, contact the ILR for membership information.

ALA ~ IMLF Standards

The Judge's will be utilizing the judging criteria as set forth by the ALA and the IMLF
(miniatures).

Veterinarian

Dr. Mark Hall, DMV will be either on call or on the premises throughout the show for the
safety of you and your animals. Vet charges must be negotiated between the vet and exhibitor.

Refunds

Show Cancellation: In the unlikely event the show is cancelled due to weather, Argentine's
in the Park exhibitors’ entry fees will be reimbursed up to 75%. A severe weather forecast
would be the only reason for cancellation. Should it be necessary to cancel the show due to
hazardous weather conditions, every attempt will be made to notify exhibitors (via Email or
telephone) no later than 12 noon on Thursday May 27, 2010. Refunds will be made only if
the show is cancelled. The show cannot issue refunds due to individual weather or
personal problems.

Weather: May is usually somewhat predictable here in the mid-west . It is not likely you will
need fans to keep your llamas comfortable. The nights are usually cool this time of year.
Expect highs during the day to be anywhere around 60+°. Be sure to pack something warm
and dry to wear. Weather conditions are available on the web.

Stalling & Misc.

Stalling will be assigned by Show Management. Specific requests will be taken into
consideration but not promised. The stalls are 9' x 9' portable (green Panel) stalls. The base
of the stall will be natural grass/lawn.

Bedding is not required. Mats or carpeting may be used if needed/wanted. Stall area must be
cleaned by the exhibitor and waste placed in designated area prior to departure. A cleaning
fee of $ 25.00 per stall will be assessed to the exhibitor for leaving their stall area
un-cleaned !

Fees: All stalls are $ 35.00 each. Maximum capacity for any stall is two (2) animals. Exhibitor
may provide their own green panels for stalling at no charge, however, stalls must be set-up as
directed by Show Management and stall area cleaned prior to departure. All stalling is outside
and uncovered.

Farm Displays - You will be allowed room on the grounds for farm displays. Farm displays
are encouraged. There are no provisions for any "indoor" displays as this is an "outdoor” show
arena. We encourage you to bring your banners and display them on your stall so that visitors
and the public know "who" you are !




Tack Stalls -Tack stalls are the same as standard show stalls and cost $ 35.00 ea. If you choose
to share a tack stall with another exhibitor, please indicate who you will be sharing with on
your entry form so you will be stalled together if possible.

Manure - All manure from stalls or trailers must be placed in the designated area. DO NOT
discard manure in garbage cans or the dumpster.

Pets - All pets must be kept on a maximum 6’ leash at all times and are the owner’s
responsibility. This is a city ordinance. Failure to comply will result in notifying Animal
Control. No pets are allowed to run loose at any time. Keep in mind - that not all Llamas
are accustomed to being around dogs. We don't want any accidents or mishaps due to
a frightened Llama.

Camper Hookup - All available hook-ups for campers that we have are spoken for at this
time. However, if you have a self-contained RV (or tent) there is ample room on the grounds
for us to accommodate your need. There is no charge for camping on the property. We do
ask in courtesy - that you clean-up your camping spot prior to departure. If you plan on
bringing an RV or camping - please let us know in advance in order that we have a set-up
area to accommodate your needs.

Wash Stalls - Monastic Fleece has an area they use as a washing stall with cold water only.
Beware, the weather may not be suitable for washing your Llama.

Grooming - Exhibitors are responsible for collecting and discarding any and all loose fiber
groomed off their animals.

Arrivals/Departures - You may arrive any time on Friday after 10:00 a.m. and preferably
before 8:00 pm. There shall be no arrivals between the hours of 9:00 p.m. and 7:00 am. If you
need to arrive early or depart late contact Fr. Ryan: 309-342-1800 to make pre-arrangements.
We will do what we can to accommodate your travel needs

Security - There will be security personnel on duty throughout the show. Please be sure to
lock your vehicles and secure your valuables. Argentines in the Park is not responsible for
loss of any kind.

Smoking - The monastery is normally a smoke-free facility. However, we will provide a
designated place for smoking and ask that it be respected.

Medical Waste: All medical waste (needles, syringes, etc.) must be discarded in appropriate
containers. DO NOT discard medical waste in stalls, manure pits, garbage cans or on the
grounds.




ARGENTINES IN THE PARK ... Code of Conduct

Show management reserves the right to disqualify and/or remove any exhibitor
who behaves in a manner deemed improper, unethical, dishonest,
unsportsmanlike or intemperate. Including but not limited to mistreatment of
animals, or any comment or remark made in connection with the show
considered offensive and/or made with the intent to influence or cast
aspersions on the character or integrity of the judging, show management,
show volunteers, sponsors or other exhibitors. Reminder: Argentines in the
Park is being hosted by a Roman Catholic Benedictine monastery.
We ask that the monastery be respected and that the use of foul and/or
offensive language be omitted and that inappropriate and immodest
attire not be used.

Please note: Argentine's in the Park is not going to be your ordinary "Llama Show."
One of the big differences: public attendance. This show is being advertized locally via
Television, Radio and other forms of media by the City of Galesburg: Visitors and Convention
Bureau, as part of their "Promote Galesburg " campaign. We anticipate a good many visitors
from the public sector to be "popping in and out" as well as members of the media.

We do ask that Exhibitors be prepared to be interviewed by the members of the media. If you
wish not to participate in an interview, please very kindly and charitably let the media person
know that you wish to remain private and to please interview someone else. However, you
lose a great opportunity at publicity ... and publicity sells Llamas. FYT ... the last two times
that Monastic Fleece was interviewed at other Llama shows by the media ... it was not only
local coverage but the UPI picked up the story and we heard from friends of the monastery
from all over the US !!! You can't buy that kind of advertising.

There are many events going on in Galesburg on this particular weekend so the City will
be filled with visitors. This is truly an opportunity to SHOW-CASE your ARGENTINE
LLAMA !
